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ARTICLE I - NAME

The society shall be known as the “Sigma Zeta Chapter of Sigma Iota Epsilon" and its abbreviated title is “SIE – SZ Chapter” which is hereinafter referred to as "the Sigma Zeta Chapter."  The national organization of Sigma Iota Epsilon is hereinafter referred to as “the national SIE.”

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVE

The purpose of the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall be to totally fulfill the purpose of the national SIE by stimulating interest and achievement in the field of management by stimulating scholarship and research in management through the development of the scientific approach to the solution of management problems; by gaining recognition of the value and contribution of scholastic achievement to business and public sector management; by facilitating contacts between students and practicing managers and through the extension of honorary and professional membership; by recognizing persons who have made contributions to the field of management; and by conducting all activities of the Chapter within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954. 

ARTICLE III – AUTHORITY

A. Authority and rules governing formation and operation of the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall be vested in the SIE National Bylaws as originally written or subsequently amended.  

B. The formation and operation of the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall also be subject to the approval of the University of Dallas.  A faculty advisor appointed by the University shall be vested with the authority to grant approval for the formation and operation of the Sigma Zeta Chapter.

C. The SIE Bylaws shall take precedence over the Sigma Zeta Chapter Constitution, which shall, in turn, take precedence over the Chapter Bylaws.

D. The Sigma Zeta Chapter Charter awarded is subject to suspension or deactivation by the national office of SIE for cause.

E. Should the Sigma Zeta Chapter be dissolved for any reason; its assets shall, after payment of all just debts, be transferred to a suitable scholarship fund at the University of Dallas Graduate School of Management.  The Sigma Zeta Chapter’s faculty advisor shall notify the national SIE office and request authority to convert such assets into a scholarship fund.

ARTICLE IV – MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS

A. Qualifications for membership in the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall be consistent with the National SIE Constitution and Bylaws.

B. Membership in the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall be based upon requirements stated in the nomination letter that is sent to prospective members by the University of Dallas. Membership shall be subject to the nominating, approval and election process of the national SIE.  

C. No person shall be denied membership in the Sigma Zeta Chapter because of race, religion, national origin or sex.

D. The Sigma Zeta Chapter shall have five classes of members, each with rights, privileges and voting rights in their respective membership class:

1. Graduate students enrolled at the University of Dallas 

2. Instructional, research and administrative staff of the University of Dallas

3. Alumni

4. Honorary

5. Professional

E. A member may, at any time, submit his or her resignation in writing to the Sigma Zeta Chapter, and it will become effective upon receipt. Resignation does not give just cause for a refund of the National SIE nor of the Sigma Zeta Chapter dues and fees.

F. Any member shall be suspended or expelled by an affirmative vote of three-fourths of the membership of the Sigma Zeta Chapter’s Board of Directors for reasonable cause including but not limited to dishonesty, fraud or misrepresentation following a hearing before the Board. In no other ways may a member be suspended or expelled.

ARTICLE V – BOARD OF DIRECTORS

A. The governing body of the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall be the Chapter’s Board of Directors consisting of the elected officers as are specified in the Chapter Bylaws.

B. The sole responsibility for management of the Sigma Zeta Chapter rests with the Chapter’s Board of Directors.  As described in Article III, paragraph B, the University of Dallas also grants approval for the operation of the Sigma Zeta Chapter.

ARTICLE VI - FINANCIAL

A. The Sigma Zeta Chapter's fiscal year shall extend from January 1 to December 31 of the same year.  

B. The Chapter shall set local dues as provided in the Chapter Bylaws.

ARTICLE VII - OFFICERS

A. The Sigma Zeta Chapter shall have at least seven (7) elected officers, including a President, Vice President - Programs, Vice President – Finance, Vice President – Information Services, Vice President – Marketing & Communications, Vice President – Membership, Secretary and such other officers as deemed necessary.  

B. The officers of the Sigma Zeta Chapter shall have duties and authorities as conferred by the Bylaws or resolutions of the Chapter Board.

ARTICLE VIII - CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

A. Amendments to this Constitution may be made only with approval of a petition to the National SIE Society and to the faculty advisor of the University of Dallas. The Sigma Zeta Chapter may petition the National SIE Society to consider amendments that the Chapter believes to be desirable.

B. This constitution may be amended for the National SIE Society petition by an affirmative vote of a majority of the members present at a business meeting.

ARTICLE IX - BYLAW AMENDMENTS

A. Authority for approval and amendment of the Sigma Zeta Chapter Bylaws shall rest solely with the Sigma Zeta Chapter’s Board of Directors.

B. A copy of the Chapter Bylaws and subsequent amendments shall be filed with the National SIE Society.
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
